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His Voice is Coming in Judgment, Can You Hear It? 

Then He cried out in my hearing with a loud voice saying, “Draw near, O executioners of the 

city, each with his destroying weapon in his hand.” 

Ezekiel 9:1 

I ask us to read this whole chapter because this is a picture of what the voice of God is saying. 

“And the Lord said to him, Go through the midst of the city, through the midst of Jerusalem, 

and set a mark upon the foreheads of the men who sigh and groan over all the abominations 

that are committed in the midst of it.  

Slay outright the elderly, the young man and the virgin, the infant and the women; but do not 

touch or go near anyone on whom is the mark. Begin at My sanctuary. So they began with the 

old men who were in front of the temple [who did not have the Lord's mark on their 

foreheads]. [I Pet. 4:17.]” 

Ezekiel 9:4, 6 AMPC 

We see the same command in Revelation 7:3. 

“Saying, Harm neither the earth nor the sea nor the trees, until we have sealed the bond 

servants of our God upon their foreheads. [Ezek. 9:4.]” 

Revelation 7:3 AMPC   

Are you among those who are marked? Do you mourn, groan, and are heartbroken because of 

the conditions of the church and the world? 

Two things are happening: 

1. God is marking those who groan and they are spared from destruction. 

2. God is sending judgment to those in the sanctuary starting with the elders, those in 

leadership. No one is to be spared! Destroy everyone without the mark! 

Prayer: 

Hear my cry Lord as I mourn for the wicked. 

Find me and mark me as I stand for and on behalf of those marked for judgment. 

Spare and forgive Lord!
