Day 8: The Opportunity to Receive Sight
(Fasting Wednesday)

”"He sent His word and healed them, And delivered them from their destructions.”
Psalm 107:20

”As He came near to Jericho, it occurred that a blind man was sitting by the roadside begging.
And hearing a crowd going by, he asked what it meant. They told him, Jesus of Nazareth is
passing by. And he shouted, saying, Jesus, Son of David, take pity and have mercy on me! But
those who were in front reproved him, telling him to keep quiet; yet he screamed and shrieked
so much the more, Son of David, take pity and have mercy on me!
